Kerr plans to pass the 
Medal down to his son and grandchildren – something to remember him by.  

Rick Kerr - now a broker with CENTURY 21 Sparkling Waters Realty Inc. in Washago, Ontario – joined the 
Toronto Police Service at the age of 30. He recalls how he really wanted to be a police cadet when he 
was 18. “They used to come out and interview with the you and your parents. During the interview, my 
dad says ‘I don’t know why he wants to be a policeman.’” Laughs Kerr. “Needless to say I didn’t get into 
the cadets.” 

After a stint as a private investigator, Kerr joined the RCMP in 1986. He worked in several detachments 
including Toronto, Barrie, Newmarket and Orillia. He was involved in various roles throughout his career, 
including supervising two surveillance teams that busted a car theft ring in Cornwall.  

“My favourite part of the job was helping people,” says Kerr. “I remember helping ladies in a fire. One 
family ran out of gasoline to heat their home and I brought them a 5 gallon jug to keep them going 
through the night.” 

Kerr retired from the RCMP in 2003 and is now focusing on his other passion – real estate. As a Broker 
with CENTURY 21 Sparkling Waters Realty, he’s continuing his efforts to help others.
